Greater scrutiny of board affairs has resulted in increased litigation and legal exposure for board members as 
individuals. Our ELL policy includes trustees and officers liability coverage, also known as directors and officers 
(D&O) coverage, and was created with these risks in mind.

Who Is Covered

The policy typically provides 
coverage for the institution as well 
as its trustees, directors, and officers. 
At the institution’s option, the policy 
also covers employees, volunteers, 
and, in some circumstances, 
students and interns, acting 
within the scope of their duties or 
obligations to the institution.
